As a responsible business, we recognise the importance of 
cash flow for the thousands of businesses across our supply 
chain. Our latest statistics show that we are paying 96% of 
our invoices within 60 days. We have achieved this by:

•	 Engaging with our supply chain on correct invoicing 
procedures and greater use of electronic invoicing

•	 Improving our cash collection processes to 
expedite the working capital cycle

•	 Implementing additional payment runs to ensure 
timely settlement of open invoices

•	 Monthly reporting of queried invoices to drive 
greater discipline on goods receipting

•	 Process review of suppliers with high volume 
low value invoices to improve cycle times.
